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Location, Ministry Area, Building

• Mountain Top Baptist Church is an Independent Baptist Church and not part of any denomination or fellowship. The church started out in a home in 1972 and was officially incorporated in 1973 and then acquired property, where we are currently meeting, in 2004. The church is debt free and owns their building including a parsonage, but there are several future repairs to be addressed. There is a cemetery across the street that does not belong to the church.

• Mountain Top is a Census Designated Area which includes Dorrance, Rice, Fairview and Wright Townships with a population of approximately 11.7 thousand people. There are some new housing developments that are being constructed.  MTBC receives visitors seeking a church home. There is a potential for growing a vibrant, Biblical ministry not only in Mountain Top but in the surrounding areas. 

• Our building seats 75 and has space to add more seats as our church grows. We have 2 classrooms, a nursery and fellowship hall. The building is equipped with a stair lift and a ramp. We have a kitchen that meets the needs of the church for fellowship dinners as well as a pavilion that was recently updated and is equipped with electricity. 

• Children in our church attend public school.

Church Ministries

• Mountain Top Baptist Church is an Independent Baptist Church. We are working on updating and revising our website to better reflect our present needs.

• MTBC is looking for a Pastor that can lead in revitalizing the church, such as in its community outreach, the spiritual growth of its members and ministries. There is a committed and unified core of people.

• Our regular ministries include an adult Sunday School Class. Children and teen classes are provided when needed. We have a Sunday School service at 9:45 am - 10:45 am. Our main church service is from 11:00 am - 12:00 pm. We have a meal in our fellowship hall, food being supplied by our members, and our 2nd service around 1:00 pm during the winter months, otherwise, the evening service is at 6:00 pm. Sunday School and church services are taught by the Pastor.  Wednesday night we have Bible study and prayer and a children’s class if needed, at 6:30 pm with the adult Bible study and prayer headed up by the Pastor. The 2023 average attendance is SS 3-5, AM 20, PM 5-7, Wed. 5-7. The church may be small, but they have a heart for God, each other and the community.

• We prefer and use the King James Version in all our ministries. 

• Our music is traditional and conservative. We use Majesty Hymns in our services. 
Accompaniment for congregational singing is a piano. There is occasional special music both vocal and instrumental, which are both God honoring.

• MTBC supports 8 missionaries or mission organizations. 

• MTBC supported the former pastor full-time and is committed to providing and caring for the next pastor in a similar fashion for a man with modest needs. Men with a larger family or previous debt may need to be bi-vocational.  Potential candidates must meet the requirements of 1 Timothy 3 and Titus. The church will not consider those of a Reformed or Calvinistic persuasion.
